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Two hundred years of neutrality helped Sweden avoid
direct military conflict in two world wars and be known
as a peace-making mediator globally. As a result of
recent world events, with Sweden (and Finland) joining
NATQ, it's clear the security situation in the Baltic Sea
has changed significantly for all the Nordic countries.
